The Sharon D. Banks Memorial Undergraduate Scholarship, Michigan Award, is in the amount of $1,000.  The minimum criteria for selection are as follows:

Applications must be submitted through local WTS chapters. The scholarships are competitive and based on the applicant's specific transportation goals, academic record and transportation-related activities or job skills.  Minority candidates are encouraged to apply.  Winning the WTS Michigan Chapter Award makes your application eligible for the WTS National Scholarship Competition.  The National Scholarship award is in the amount of $3,000.  National awards will be presented on May 17, 2011 and attendance at awards dinner is strongly recommended.
